2nd Semester Exam-100 points

Key Concepts:  Grid Drawing, Human Figure Proportion

For this semester I am asking you to combine skills from several projects we have done this year.  The steps are as follows:

1. You should begin your project by choosing a photo or cutting a picture out of a magazine. Your picture must have at least one human figure in it (not just a head). 

2. Next, you should use the grid technique to transfer your image to A4 paper as accurately as possible. 

3. You are then required to make at least three subtle changes to your drawing. Subtle means it isn't obvious. Think of this like a puzzle where I will have to try to find what you changed in your final picture.

4. Your final drawing should be shaded in either pencil or colors and turned in with the photo you used.

Your project will be graded using the following rubric and you must answer the questions on the back of this paper.

1. I chose an interesting picture that has at least one human figure in it.
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2. I was extremely careful using the grid process to transfer my picture.
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3. The grid is not visible at all on my final project.
