A Visit to Guayasamin’s Chapel of Man 

An Art / English Writing Assignment

Materials you need for the field trip: This paper and a pen or pencil. 
Procedure: While you’re on the tour of the museum, keep your eye out for ONE work of art that especially catches your eye. At the end of the tour, you will have time to go back and sit in front of that painting or sculpture and contemplate it further.  At that point, you will be asked to make a quick drawing of the painting or sculpture and to write an extensive paragraph, in English, about it. 

Content: In your paragraph please describe how the piece of art makes you feel and why.  You should also relate how you feel to how you think Guayasamin wanted the viewer to feel when creating the work of art.  In order to do this you should use the elements and principles of art to explain what you mean, giving specific examples from the artwork.  (line, shape, color, texture, space, value, pattern, emphasis, variety, unity/harmony, balance, rhythm/movement, proportion) 

Art class value: 50 point project grade (20 for your drawing, 30 for your paragraph)

Organization & Language Usage:  Please use MLA style for your headings and spacing. Be sure that your paragraph has a topic sentence that conveys the focus of your writing. You will be graded by the rubric below. English class value: 20 points towards Writing / Projects portion of your grade. Note: While you should gather your ideas at the museum and draft before you come to class, you will have time to edit and revise your writing in class on Friday, January 29th.

	A: Content
	Writing demonstrates a perceptive understanding of relevant aspects of the topic / theme & consistently displays illustrative detail, development, & support. Responses to artwork demonstrate a sophisticated analysis of the artist’s intention and techniques. 
	Writing demonstrates a good understanding of relevant aspects of the topic / theme & displays substantial detail, development, & support.     Responses to artwork demonstrate a good appreciation of the artist’s intention and techniques.
	Writing demonstrates a sufficient understanding of relevant aspects of the topic / theme & displays adequate detail, development, & support.   Responses to artwork demonstrate an awareness of the artist’s intention and techniques.
	Writing demonstrates a limited understanding of relevant aspects of the topic / theme & displays insufficient detail, development, & support.   Responses to artwork sometimes demonstrate an awareness of the artist’s intention and techniques.

	Writing is usually well organized, clear and coherent, & arguments are presented in a thoughtful, logical manner. Topic sentence is clear & relevant. Paragraph structure & transitions help to develop the ideas. MLA style is used & mostly correct.
	The writing is basically well organized, clear and coherent, & arguments are presented in a logical manner.  Topic sentence is present but may be weak. Paragraph structure & transitions are apparent. MLA style is attempted.  
	The writing shows the beginnings of organization, but lacks significant logical order.  Topic sentence may be weak or missing. Paragraph structure & transitions are weak.  MLA style may not be used or attempted.

	Use of vocabulary is always appropriate and greatly varied with very infrequent errors in spelling, punctuation and syntax.  Student has mastered the use of a register suitable to intention and audience.  


	Use of vocabulary is appropriate and varied. Occasional errors in spelling, punctuation and syntax rarely hinder communication. Student consistently uses a register suitable to intention and audience.  


	Use of vocabulary is usually appropriate and generally varied.  Some errors in spelling, punctuation and syntax sometimes hinder communication. Student often uses a register suitable to intention and audience.  


	Use of vocabulary is sometimes inappropriate and somewhat varied.  Regular errors in spelling, , punctuation and syntax hinder communication. Student attempts to use a register suitable to intention and audience.  
	Use of vocabulary is often inappropriate and limited. Very frequent errors in spelling, punctuation and syntax persistently hinder communication.  Little attempt has been made to use a register suitable to intention and audience.  
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
