Directions:

1. Cut your picture in half!  Use straight, curvy or zig zag lines, but make sure you do it vertically.

2. Glue one half of your portrait to a piece of drawing paper.

3. Use a pencil to draw the missing half of you.  Be careful to be accurate and look at the photo as you draw.

4. Use a blending stick to blend your pencil where needed.  Then use it to add light shading to different areas of your face.  Nobody is as white as a piece of drawing paper and everybody has shadows on their face!  There should be many different values on your face.

5. Erase any messy or smudged areas.

6. Sign your project on the front.
