Directions:

1. Choose a person who is important in your life (this may or may not be someone you actually know).

2. Find or a take a close up photo of that person.

3. Print the photo on A4 paper (black and white is just fine).

4. Carefully tape another piece of A4 paper on top of the picture and trace lightly around the whole portrait with a pencil.  This may be easiest if you hold the paper against a window.

5. Un-tape the two pages.  On the portrait you drew, fill the person with words that represent them.  Draw very, very, very small with a thin pen or marker.  You may choose to make your portrait all black or use color.  Leave light areas white, but fill everything else, including lines, with words.

6. Erase your pencil lines.

7. Sign your project.

8. Glue it to a piece of construction paper as a frame.
