Finish the Picture

Steps:

1. Cut a small to medium sized image out of a magazine.  It should be between the size of a post-it note and a note card.  Try to choose something visually interesting that has parts cut off of it.  Make sure it is appropriate for school!

2. Glue the image to a new page in your sketchbook.

3. Fill the rest of the page in your sketchbook by continuing the image and adding what is missing or what you think could be missing.  Get creative!  Don’t just draw what was on the rest of the page in the magazine.  Instead add your own twist and make some things up.  You may use the art material of your choice to do this.
